What is this course about? 
This course is a practical, hands-on introduction to ethics and moral philosophy, the branch of philosophy which concerns right conduct and how we ought to live. We will ask, “What role do ethics play in my daily life?  How should I live?  What choices should I make?  What ethical values should guide my decision-making?  What would it mean for me to live good life?”  These questions can be difficult and confusing.  Few people, if any, have definite answers to them, yet none of us can ignore them.  While we might not be able to have certainty, philosophical reflection, argument, and analysis can help us arrive at answers to complex moral problems that are reasonable and defensible.  In this course you will learn how to analyze arguments in a critical and rigorous way, and we will attempt to grapple with the questions posed above in an honest and serious way.

We will look at numerous real-life cases and analyze various values that are, or ought to be, involved in the decision-making process. We will use a variety of ethical theories and approaches to help us find resolutions to ethical questions. (MnTC 6B and 9) 

This is a synchronous class, and as such we will meet via zoom once every week. Our synchronous time will be spent checking in, answering questions, and engaging in both small and large group discussions.  Online, you will watch pre-recorded lectures, find readings, and complete formal assessments. Your attendance both in our zoom meetings and online is crucial. I look forward to working with you and creating an environment where we all can learn. Please let me know if there are any ways in which I can help facilitate a fruitful learning experience with you.
What can you hope to learn? To thoughtfully and calmly assess and present not only your own ideas, but also the ideas of others about challenging ethical topics. In order to achieve this, I hope this course will help you to:
· Analyze different ethical ideas and think about the relevance of these ideas to your life.
· Improve your critical reading skills.
· Improve your ability to analyze others’ arguments as well as difficult texts.
· Evaluate fundamental questions that may at first seem abstract and gain perspective for their relevance and importance. 
· Improve presenting –in writing – your own strong, clear, and well organized arguments.
· Arrive at your own clear minded-views about ethical ideas.

Further Explanation of Requirements
1. Quizzes: You will have a short quiz on all the materials we cover each week. Because this class is online, I expect you to use your notes, book, and any class materials to help you. Please do not use the internet or others.  To do well on the quiz, look at the following tips while reading:
a. The main points (label these clearly & summarize them in your own words).
b. All the key concepts (try writing down the definition of each of these).
c. Examples given.
d. Important points from my online lectures.


2. Exams: You will have 2 exams. The exam will be multiple choice and essay questions. I’ll provide a study guide for each exam.  We’ll also do a review either together or online. If you have any questions about how to do well, I’m here to help!

3. Zoom Discussions:  We will use our synchronous meeting time as a way to check in and learn together. My hope is that you will find this a place to develop and share ideas. You are encouraged to ask questions during this time. In addition, you will be required to respond to some questions either in the zoom chat, on our D2L coursesite, or out loud. For this reason, respect for one another will be crucial. Because we’ll be using Zoom, it can sometimes be difficult to interpret “tone” on the discussion board. Be mindful of this, and be careful that you convey respect for diverse positions. We will not always agree—and that is expected! You will never be graded on your position, but rather on the evidence you present to support your position. 

For each zoom session, I will create some discussion questions. You will answer these either individually or in groups. Oftentimes, I will have you utilize the chat function and type your answers in this way. Sometimes, we will even use the discussion board on D2L.  If you are asked to do work as a group, your entire group will be graded together. 

I will grade discussions based on completeness and effort. These points are easily made if you show up and put in effort. If you are unable to attend a Zoom discussion, just contact me and you can make up the work sometime during that week. 

4. Experiments in Ethics: This project gives you freedom and choices to explore various issues you feel passionate about and try to make changes in your own life and in the lives of those in your community.  You will get a chance to “experiment” with the different ideas we are learning about in class in the real world. It’s a chance to put our ethical ideas into practice. Each experiment has different guidelines and I will explain them and give examples of what other students have done. Sometimes these will be found on the discussion board and sometimes they will be Assignments. When you complete an experiment, it will be followed up with some kind of reflection and/or documentation. I will give you specific assignment requirements as the due dates approach. If you feel anxious about any assignment guidelines—let me know so I can better clarify the assignment. 
5. Late work: The reason I created a course schedule is to help you make timely progress through the class. This is especially important for our synchronous time where you will be interacting with one another online during a given time period. I encourage you to turn work in and not fall behind. However, I recognize that students may have complex lives and need some flexibility. For this reason, please contact me if you need to turn in late work or have deadlines changed for you. It is my goal to have ALL students complete ALL work for this class. Typically, I will accept late work from the first half of the semester until midterm; I will accept late work from the second half of the semester the last week of classes—before finals week. 
6. Lectures: Because this class meets synchronously for just one hour/week, we won’t have face to face lectures. I will post video lectures and notes for you and you can find these under the Content section of D2L for each week. It is a good idea to watch the lecture BEFORE our synchronous zoom time so you can ask questions. I will also post additional notes under Announcements/news on D2L. I will also use short videos to communicate with you. Please take time to watch these!  Also, make sure to check the Announcements at least 3-4 times each week.

7. Attendance: This class meets regularly each week. You can attend EITHER time:

In addition, each week you will work on the material for that week online, on your own, at your own pace. You should not fall behind. To be successful in my class, you need to stay active each week with the discussions, quizzes, and other assignments.

8. My Role as Instructor: My role as an instructor is to provide you an opportunity to learn the material. If you do not understand something or are confused, please let me know. I will do my best to explain things clearly and let you know what is expected of you. I want you to succeed in this course and I am available to help you! We will work together to help you master the material. Be sure to advocate for yourself. So, you have a responsibility to voice your questions. In my experience, students who put in effort, check into D2L regularly, turn in assignments, and ask questions when they are confused can succeed in this class.

9. Writing: When you write anything for this class, be sure to use correct grammar and write in complete sentences. Please do not use “texting” language in an academic setting. When you write, be sure that it is double spaced and 12 point font with 1 inch margins. Also, you can write your name and the class on the top of the paper, but no other information is necessary. If you need help, I encourage you to visit the Learning Resource Center or Writing Center on each campus.
